The purpose of this document is to provide information on recycling of batteries that are
found in the Machine Control Units (MCU) for all ZV-2 models.

When an MCU has failed completely and is to be disposed of, it is important to pull out
the battery in the MCU and dispose of it properly. Failure to do so will permit
contaminants to leach into the ground and contaminate water sources.

To dispose of the battery, use a pair of channel lock pliers and firmly grip the battery
then pull, breaking the battery away from the RTV and weldments at the ends of the
battery. Then dispose of correctly.
